Today we looked at how to approach presenting a seminar. Firstly we were given out a test paper which had as it’s second question an instruction to read all the questions before attempting to answer them. Had we done so we’d have seen that question twenty one says “Of all the questions on this paper, obey only this one and the first two.” In other words we wasted loads of tie answering questions we shouldn’t. when I teach CLAIT to students I teach them to skim read the exam first then to read it carefully a second time, underlying key points. I obviously need to take a leaf out of my own book. 

Later in the session we were given a summary of what to think about when presenting a seminar. Had I read this my seminar may have been better. I’m writing this a few weeks later so I can say this with hindsight.
