Action Plan


As it’s important to re-evaluate my performance as a tutor I shall draw up a plan for regular self evaluation. This may include recording and listening to my self teach, and inviting observations from my fellow tutors.
I shall pay careful attention to student feedback and consider what action to take including drawing up action plans. The ability to draw up a plan for change is, I have to admit, an example of useful “paperwork”. In future I shall utilise drawing up action plans for both myself and my students.

I have noticed lately how I’m beginning to back off from speaking so much in class. I shall make space for others to think things through, time to digest ideas, and keep or dismiss what they want. I shall continue to try to speak less and encourage my students to participate more.
Being able to differentiate between which techniques are used is an ability I would like to develop when considering which teaching techniques to use. I shall take care regarding which techniques I utilise and what effect they may have on the students.
No matter what time one starts a class there is always a margin in which people feel it is okay to arrive. I shall incorporate this margin in to my lesson plans.

Sometimes I use the word “no” when perhaps I shouldn’t. In future I shall watch out for negative terminology.
In future I shall try to make thinking time available when I feel a block in communication is occurring. In future I shall pay attention to the importance of team work in adult education.
“I am very aware of my place within [the classroom] and how important it is for me to take care in my relationships with my students.” Sometimes when my own students don’t turn up it may at times be in the service of their development, for example they maybe catching up at home. I shall not be so quick to judge a student’s motivation just through their actions. 
I shall try to help students with their pain of learning when they go through difficult times by offering some understanding of their plight. For instance I shall try to reflect on the difficulties my own students’ face when having to learn to use terminology. 
If I’m not aware of my own internal goings on how likely will I be aware of others? It’s just as important to monitor my own feelings before thinking I can be empathetic.
I shall try to incorporate within my teaching the idea that there’s some important lessons to be learned through failure for both the students and myself.
I shall take care with the endings of courses.
